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1. What are the main goals of the field of Clinical Psychology? What are the educational and professional requirements necessary to become a licensed clinical psychologist? What divisions in the American Psychological Association are devoted to clinical and counseling activities?

2. Who is considered to be the father of American Clinical Psychology? Where was the first American Clinical Psychology Program founded? What was the focus of the early clinical psychology programs?

3. What are the Ethical Principles for Psychologists and Code of Conduct (Ethics Code)? Why do psychologists use it?  How are the two different and provide examples of them both. In what incidences do therapists have to break the code of confidentiality?

4. How are Ph.D. and Psy.D. programs similar and different? What types of jobs do clinical psychologists perform? What are other types of mental health professionals?  How do they differ from clinical psychologists?

5. What is Evidence Based Practice in Psychology (EBPP)?  How does it impact the client? What is the difference between EBPP and traditional clinical work?

6. How has abnormal behavior been viewed throughout history? How were mentally ill people treated and who was instrumental in bringing about change for patients with mental health problems?

7. What research design methods are used in the field of clinical psychology? What is essential to the development of a research project? What is the difference between correlation and experimental designs?  Discuss the pros and cons of both types of research.  What are independent and dependent variables? Random assignment? Control group? How do you determine significance? What is a positive, negative, and inverse relationship between variables?

8. Why do we use the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual (DSM-IV TR)? Why do we use a classification process? What is the multiaxial system to classifying abnormal behavior?  What is coded on each axis?
